
Newbury is 55 miles west of London, 3 miles from junction 13 on the M4 and 15 
miles from Reading. The M4 serves all major towns from London and Heathrow 
Airport,to Bristol and Wales, with easy connections via trunk roads to the North.

From junction 13 (M4), we recommend you follow signs south to Winchester (A34).

The A34 links Newbury with Oxford to the north, Winchester and Basingstoke
(A339) south and the A4 runs parallel to the M4 serving the intermediate towns.

From theFrom the A34, we recommend you leave at the A4 (Hungerford/Newbury/Speen) 
junction. Follow signs to Newbury (A4 Bath Road).

The entrance to Bayer House is in Strawberry Hill, off the Old Bath Road.

Car parking
There is convenient car parking at Bayer House, accessible from Strawberry Hill.
On arrival, please follow directions to the multi-storey car park (entry is controlled 
by a barrier). Press the button to call security, who will assist you. The car park is 
open Monday to Friday 7.00am to 7.00pm.open Monday to Friday 7.00am to 7.00pm.

Newbury station is served by the Western Region (Paddington) line with regular
services to Reading, Paddington and intermediate towns and villages. At peak 
hours there is a through service connecting Newbury directly to Paddington.

Newbury to Paddington (Inter City) 48 minutes. Newbury to Reading 30 minutes
(connections also to Waterloo).

Newbury station is only 12-15 minutes walk from Bayer House.

Newbury is 48 miles west of London Heathrow Airport, served by the M4, it is about 
1 hour 10 minutes by car depending on traffic.
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
